SUBJECT:  Acknowledgement of Italian Visa Requirements

1. This memorandum acknowledges that the personnel Relocations Element (Outbound Assignments) has briefed you concerning Italian visa requirements for your family members in accordance with the Foreign Clearance Guide's requirements for Italy and the information posted on the Air Force Passport Matters web page (http://www.dp.hq.af.mil/dplp/Visas/VisaER/IT-ER.htm).  The requirements include:  

"DoD civilian personnel, including dependents of military and DoD civilian personnel, PCS'ing with or without their sponsor to Italy MUST, repeat, MUST have the proper "no-fee" official passport with a visa prior to departure from the US.  Tourist passports may not be used by US personnel who PCS to Italy.  The Italian Government will not allow family members (civilian/military) to enter the country without the visa stamp.  After arrival in country, DoD civilian personnel, including dependents of military and DoD civilian personnel must apply for the sojourner permit (permesso di Soggiorno) within eight (8) days.  Family members (civilian/military) who enter Italy without a visa cannot register or apply for the sojourner permit but must leave, obtain, a visa, and then lawfully re-enter the country."

2. If you have any questions concerning passport and/or visa requirements, don't hesitate to ask.  Our purpose is to ensure you are thoroughly advised and prepared for this relocation.

3. Your signature below indicates you are fully aware of the passport and visa requirements concerning your family member(s) for travel to Italy and that you will not schedule a port call or depart for Italy without first obtaining the correct passport with visa.
